It led to the decline in political
power and social influence of the Roman
Catholic Church.

The decline of feudalism led to a consolidation
of power which resulted in the emergence of
nation states. 8. Historical examples of
economics can be found in decisions of early
civilizations and countries to establish trade
routes, and explore and colonize new lands. 9.
The abundance or lack of resources in a region
contributes to specialization and trade with
other regions. 10. The increased demand of
goods and services by larger populations led to
the growth of markets.
