I. 
Purpose of the Organization


This organization was founded for the purpose of recognizing individuals who were outstanding athletes or who have made outstanding contributions to the athletic program of Sandusky High School. These individuals have distinguished themselves as successful adults in their respective careers. This would include those who have received honors through meritorious service in selected careers and/or have served as benefactors of mankind. 

II.
Committee Membership and Organization

A. Membership

1. high school athletic director – chairman



2. central office administrator



3. board of education member



4. high school principal



5. middle school principal


6. booster club representative



7. at-large members (4)


B. Selection of At-Large Members

1. Charter committee submits list of at-large nominations to athletic director.

2. List of nominations sent to charter committee members for voting.

3. Three nominees receiving the most votes are elected to three-year terms.

4.   After three years, the four at-large positions will be open for one, two,   
                  and three-year terms. 


C. Quorum

1. A quorum of seven (7) members is necessary to conduct a business meeting and/or vote. 

D. Attendance

1. The chairman has the obligation and the responsibility to insure the attendance of the charter members. 

E. Voting Requirements

1. In order for a committee member to vote for each year’s inductees, he must attend both meetings in January/February.


F. Vacancy

1. If a vacancy of an at-large member occurs before the completion of his term, a new member shall be appointed by a majority vote of the remaining committee members. 

G. Non-Remuneration

1. All members of the hall of fame selection committee will serve without remuneration.

III. 
Timeline for Year Selections


A. Fourth Week in December



1. Public nominations are due to the athletic office.


B. Last Week in January

1. Committee meets to discuss public or committee nominations and finalists. 

C. First/Second Week in February
1.  Committee meets to select May inductees.


D. Early May

1. Induction Banquet.

2. Announcement of next year’s induction date. 

IV. 
Criteria for Nominations

A. All candidates must be nominated on an official Hall of Fame nomination form. The candidate must be eligible in one of the following categories:

1. The nominee, if an ATHLETE, must wait at least 10 years from the time his/her class graduated from Sandusky High School. He/She should have earned two or more varsity letters in at least one sport and must have made an outstanding contribution to the athletic program during his/her tenure. 

2. The nominee, if a COACH, must have departed from the Sandusky High School athletic program for five years, and must have made an outstanding contribution to the athletic program during his/her tenure. 

3. The nominee, if a SCHOOL OFFICIAL, must have departed from the Sandusky City Schools for five years, and must have made an outstanding contribution to the athletic program during his/her tenure. 

4. The nominee, if a COMMUNITY MEMBER (George Mylander and Ed Hartung Community Member), will be considered if they have made ongoing and outstanding contributions to the athletic programs at Sandusky High School. 

5. The nominee, if an ATHLETIC TEAM, must wait at least 15 years from the year of achievement, and will be considered if it has achieved a state championship or all-Ohio recognition, and has made an outstanding contribution to the athletic programs during its tenure. Teams with conference, district or regional titles may be considered. 
B. The record and/or the contribution of the individual must be so outstanding that there is no question as to his/her qualifying for the Hall of Fame. 

C. The nominee must have demonstrated good citizenship in school and after leaving school. 

V. 
Criteria for Selection
A. In the first year of the hall of fame, a minimum of fifteen (15) candidates will be inducted. 

B. After the first year, up to ten (10) candidates may be inducted each year. 

C. At the January meeting, the initial consideration of active nominees will take place. Finalists from the preceding year who received six or more votes in the final round of voting will automatically be considered February finalists. Remaining active nominees will be discussed. Each committee member may vote for any candidate felt to be worthy of induction that year. A candidate must receive six (6) votes to become a new February finalist for that year. 

D. All nominations of those not inducted will be kept on file in the athletic office for consideration in ensuing years. Nominees not selected after five consecutive years following the most recent nomination will be moved to an inactive file. Nominees in the inactive file may become active and be considered for five more consecutive years upon receipt of a new nomination. 

E. In order to vote, committee members must have been present at both meetings. 

F. At the February meeting, all candidates will be screened in open conversation. 

G. Any candidate who receives unanimous verbal approval 1st round will receive further consideration. 

H. If less than the maximum allowed to enter the hall of fame that year receive verbal approval, all or part of the vacancies will be determined by discussing those candidates who received the most verbal votes (but not unanimous). If unanimous approval can not be reached, a written ballot will be used. Example: Three candidates/teams for two spots, vote 3-2-1 and the two candidates with the highest totals will be inducted. In the case of a tie, the committee may decide to cast an additional ballot. In a given year one large team per year (20 plus members) may be inducted. A small team may also be inducted in the same year at the committee’s discretion. Two small teams may be inducted in a given year.
I. If more than the maximum allowed to enter the hall of fame receive unanimous approval, a general discussion will be held on those candidates to determine that year’s inductees.

VI. 
Amendments

A. The hall of fame constitution may be amended at any meeting of the committee providing written notification of the proposed amendment has been given to each council member the meeting before said meeting. An affirmative vote by 2/3 of the members of the council (7 votes) will be required for ratification and subsequent adoption. 
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
